Several years ago Steve Harney of Cool Kids
Ministries recommended a book entitled,
“Whose Child Is This?” Since obtaining a
copy and reading it, | have considered it the
best book on Children’s Ministries that | have
ever read. The author, Bill Wilson runs the
largest Sunday school in American located in
New York City averaging approximately
20,000 kids weekly. While we won't always
agree with everyone on everything, some of
the lessons and principles taught in the book
are invaluable. Anytime a person asks me
why church planting in Ohio has been so
successful, one of my top five answers is
“Propagation over Propaganda”. Define it
however you want, we purposefully spend
hours out of the office soul-winning and
meeting people. In Wilson’s book, an entire
chapter is dedicated to “The Power of Per-
sonal Visitation”. Interestingly enough, Wil-
son considers personal visitation the “Secret
to High Attendance” for the following six
reasons...

1. Personal visitation places people (both
paid and unpaid) in someone else’s world.

2. Personal visitation provides a person-
to-person relationship.

3. Personal visitation prevents alienation.

4. Personal visitation prepares personalities.
5. Personal visitation promotes productiv-
ity.“Your week revolves around your soul
